Schlage Express™ Offline Access Control Software provides a simple and effective 
means to manage access control within your facility. Vendor Access Management (VAM) 
is supplemental software to enable property owners to issue temporary credentials for 
maintenance tasks and visitor access. It supports the BE367 (Schlage Programmable 
Electronic Deadbolt) and the FE210 (Schlage Programmable Electronic Interconnect). 
VAM iButton credentials carry access rights for up to 20 doors without requiring 
management to tour the doors in advance. The credential creates audits for each door 
access event, which property owners or managers can view when the credential is 
returned and read. Also, the supported products will generate an audit event on each 
lock that can be retrieved when the original VAM iButton is not available. VAM only works 
in conjunction with Schlage Express™ Offline Access Control Software.
